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EHCC is set up to educate young Ethiopians in the US about their rich history,
culture, and tradition, and prevent them from falling prey to street gangs and
crime, and ending up as mere statistics of the Criminal Justice system.

EHCC has the mission of promoting Ethiopian history through education,
music and the arts, including arts and crafts for the disabled, sculpture, design,
architecture, erecting statues and monuments, poetry and literature, films and
audio visual arts, and by holding events and functions that commemorate
historical epochs and historic personalities.
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Lies exist in the world... but truth will not be buried forever
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In order to raise funds, EHCC held two art exhibitions
In Los Angeles: first in the Millennium 2008 for about
six weeks at the African American Museum of Art and
then in 2011 at The Little Ethiopia Restaurant for
about two months.
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To erect the statue of these Ethiopian heroes EHCC with
the kind cooperation of Prof. Andreas Eshete presented
the iIssue to the AAU Senate and obtained the decision to
designate the spot and name it: Abraha Deboch and
Moges Asgedom Square and the design of the statue is
ready.
